GUIDELINES AND CRITERIA FOR NON-RESIDENT STUDENTS(8/1/11):

It is the intent of the Oak Hill United School Corporation to consider acceptance of non-resident students into the corporation for the following purposes:

1. To provide a high quality educational experience to non-resident students 

2. To contribute to our ability to remain a financially viable school of choice

BOARD POLICY on NON-RESIDENT STUDENT ENROLLMENT:
Requests for non-resident enrollment will be considered if:

1. It is for educational reasons

2. The student is in good standing in their resident school corporation

3. Parents, guardians, or custodians agree to provide transportation to and from the school

Decisions will be based on:

1. financial impact of the enrollment of the student on the resident students

2. student’s attendance and academic record at the previous school of attendance and status regarding graduation

3. availability of curricular or program offerings that are specifically aligned with the student’s demonstrated academic or career aspirations

4. student’s disciplinary record at the previous school of attendance

5. class size and program capacity of the school/grade level in which the student requests to enroll

6. willingness and ability of parents, guardians, or custodians to provide transportation to and from the school and extra-curricular activities as appropriate

7. compatibility of the proposed enrollment with the standards of organizations with which the School Corporation is affiliated, such as the Indiana High School Athletic Association
Special Notes:

1. The transfer shall not place an undue burden on the School Corporation

2. No transfer shall be accepted for athletic reasons

Building Principals will assess and consider the following information and use professional judgment to determine acceptance or denial of a non-resident student:

1. Academic record in relation to the expectation of a C average (and/or proficient at grade level standards if grades have not been given) during the prior two years of school enrollment.

2. Academic record in relation to the expectation of having passed all portions of the most recently taken standardized test/assessment.

3. Academic record in light of the expectation of being on track for, and making progress toward, a timely graduation.

4. Attendance record

5. Discipline record in relation to the expectation of no suspensions or expulsions in the previous two years of school enrollment. 

6. Report cards

7. Transcripts 

8. Further information and/or documents requested or presented 

9. Interview session with the student and parents.

10. Siblings seeking acceptance as non-resident students.

Non-resident students who are accepted will be held accountable to the same expectations as resident students. 

Non-resident student status may be reviewed at the conclusion of any semester as a result of a failure to maintain the expectations above (at the discretion of the administration). 

A status review may result in a non-resident student being excluded from further attendance at Oak Hill.

Non-Resident Applicant:

The following are the procedures that will be followed for non-resident student requests. Please contact the building principal with any questions. 
NON-RESIDENT STUDENT REQUEST PROCEDURE

1.
The following items are needed for the consideration of a complete application.  Once gathered/completed please drop them off to the building that you would like to attend.  Upon receipt and if the applicant has met minimum expectations set forth for attendance, the principal will contact you to set up a time to meet for an interview.
-the attached “Non-resident Student Application” form

-attendance report from the previous 2 years of school

-discipline report from the previous 2 years of school

-school transcripts including the previous 2 years of school and the 

most recent report card

-most recent 2 years of ISTEP or other state assessment scores

-any relevant guardianship/legal paperwork 

-birth certificate

-immunization records

2. After the interview/meeting, the principal will review the materials provided and contact the student’s previous school.

3. The parent/guardian will be contacted with any additional questions.

4. The parent/guardian will be contacted with a decision as to whether or not the student will be accepted. Non-resident students will not be allowed to register until officially accepted by the building principal.
